You must presently have ordered or have installed Fusion Dedicated Internet Access (DIA) or MPLS with DIA service to obtain BGP routing.  BGP routing is NOT available on any other Fusion network service.  

NOTE: Fusion supports the current standard BGP Version 4. Fusion also requires BGP to be configured with the MD5 hash algorithm used to securely authenticate BGP routing protocol sessions between Fusion and each customer needing to use BGP.
